ABOUT THE PROGRAM

The fund will focus on supporting coaches and community teams across the
country with the ambitious goal of attracting and retaining 50,000 female
participants nationally over the next two years. Core to the retention of female
players is the support and professional development opportunities for new and
existing coaches working with women and girls in football. By providing access
to quality coaching designed specifically for women and girls, the program

will help to create a more inclusive and supportive sporting landscape, where
players can thrive.

The objective of the Clubgrants Category 3 Infrastructure Grants program is to
fund the costs of construction, alteration, renovation, completion and fit-out of
buildings and community infrastructure to deliver outcomes for disadvantaged
NSW communities. Funding to support sport and recreation infrastructure
such as sports centres, playgrounds and swimming pools.

The Local Sport Defibrillator Grant Program is aimed at providing Automated
External Defibrillators (AEDs) and associated equipment to NSW sport and
recreation facilities and clubs.

An AED is a device that is used in conjunction with Cardio-Pulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR) and delivers a controlled shock to an individual
experiencing cardiac arrest, increasing their chances of survival.

Volunteer Grants support the work of local community organisations by
enabling the inclusion of vulnerable people and promoting awareness to
increase participation in volunteering. Grants of between $1,000 and $5.000
will be available

ClubGRANTS is designed to ensure that larger clubs contribute to the
provision of front-line services for their local communities; and to ensure that
the disadvantaged in the community are better positioned to benefit from the
substantial contributions made by those clubs
